2 GIFTED COURSES: Any core curriculum course that is taken by a student who has been identified as gifted pursuant to Louisiana
Board of Elementary and Secondary Education (BESE) policy and that is taken in Fulfillment of the student’s Individualized Education
Plan shall be considered a “Gifted Course” and shall fulfill the core curriculum. Some, but not all, Gifted Courses will be graded on a
5-point scale for determining the TOPS Core Curriculum GPA. Courses to be graded on a 5-point scale are approved by the BESE in
consultation with the Louisiana Board of Regents. See footnote 3 for a link to the core curriculum courses and which of those courses
will be graded on 5.0-point scale.

3The calculation of the TOPS Core Curriculum grade point average (GPA) will use a 5-point scale for grades earned for certain designated
courses in: Advanced Placement (AP), International Baccalaureate (I1B), Gifted, Dual Enrollment, Honors, and Articulated offered
for college credit by the Louisiana School for the Math, Science, and the Arts (LSMSA). For those designated courses, five quality
points will be assigned to a letter grade of “A,” four quality points will be assigned to a letter grade of “B,” three quality points will be
assigned to a letter grade of “C,” two quality points will be assigned to a letter grade of “D,” and zero quality points will be assigned to
a letter grade of “F.” Only designated courses will be graded on 5-point scale. The courses currently designated to be calculated on
the 5-point scale can be viewed at https://mylosfa.la.gov/wp-content/uploads/2020/07/tops-university-course-requirements.pdF.
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
